Fee of $110 per player includes entry to all games once invoiced. Spectators are
free. Once invoiced, payment can be made via Qkr!, pay via Credit card or visit
Finance. Full payment is required by the due date, unless a payment plan has
been established. Failure to pay by the due date will result in removal from the
team.

Adult Support A team will not be registered unless it has a Coach and Team Manager who have
completed all Volunteer requirements.

Coaches and Team Managers: Brighton Primary School extra-curricular sports are run on the kindness and
dedication of volunteers. Coaches and Team Managers are required to complete the Department for
Education (DfE) Volunteer Application process, please refer to the blog for more details.
Coaching entails teaching the players how to play the game, teamwork, positions on court, and conducting
practice. The coach is to bring the first aid kit to the games. The coach is responsible to take record of player
attendance at training and games.

The team
manager needs to take a team photo, and keep record of who is allocated which singlet, plus support the
coach.
